GOSPEL OUTREACH & COMMUNITY EMPOWERMENT PROGRAMS
Iganga Sewing Ladies Ministry - “Stitching Hope into Hearts”

The Iganga Sewing Ladies Ministry continues to be one of our most fruitful outreach
programs. This initiative empowers women through tailoring and sewing skills while
sharing the Gospel message.

1 Current Impact:

o Over 15 ladies have completed training and established their own small
tailoring businesses.

o Many of these women are now training others in their communities,
multiplying the impact of the program.

o The group meets weekly for devotions and prayer before their sewing
sessions, ensuring Christ remains at the center.

o A sense of dignity, confidence, and economic independence has grown
among participants.

7 Needs & Challenges:
o The current machines are few and sometimes break down due to heavy use.

o We urgently need more sewing machines, threads, fabric, and other
tailoring materials to expand the program and reach more women.

1 Spiritual Impact:
Many of these ladies have testified to finding Christ during sewing sessions. They
are not only learning a trade but also growing in faith and serving their families as
godly women.

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WOMEN'S SKILLING & GOSPEL CONNECTION ACTIVITIES

Our Ladies’ Ministry has expanded beyond sewing to include practical skilling activities
that create opportunities for women to earn income, support their families, and share the
Gospel.

7 Activities conducted:

o Liquid soap making

o Crafting and book making

o Hair braiding and basic beauty skills

o Scripture memorization and Bible study during workshops
1 Testimonies:

o Women report increased income to support their children’s schooling and
home needs.

o Home fellowships have grown stronger as women invite others to learn
skills and hear the Gospel.

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YOUTH MINISTRY & OUTREACH THROUGH AUTO-MECHANICS
Katanga Auto-Mechanics Outreach

Our Youth Ministry at Wandegeya Katanga is vibrant and growing. This outreach targets
young men working in local auto mechanic garages, an often-forgotten group with great
potential.

1 Key activities:

o Weekly Bible study sessions with mechanics, focusing on identity in Christ,
purpose, and life skills.

o Skills training to help them improve their technical abilities and personal
discipline.

o Soccer outreach: A youth soccer team was formed, and through friendly
matches and tournaments, the Gospel has been shared with dozens of young
people.

1 Impact:
o Over 50 young mechanics have participated regularly.

o A small discipleship group has formed among them, and several have given
their lives to Christ.

o The soccer outreach has created trust and openness, making the sharing of
God’s Word easier.

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MARRIAGE & FAMILY MINISTRY

This ministry continues to strengthen families and model godly marriages within our
communities.

1 Leadership: Director Godfrey Kaggwa Ssimbwa and his wife, Eunice Nabwiire
Ssimbwa, lead regular sessions on marriage preparation, counseling, and family
discipleship.

1 Activities:
o Seminars and small group fellowships for couples
o Premarital counseling for engaged couples

o Regular marriage outreach events where biblical principles on love,
commitment, and faithfulness are shared.

1 Impact:
o Several weddings have taken place because of this ministry.

o Families testify to renewed trust and stronger relationships.
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o The ministry van helps transport bridal parties, a practical act of service
that demonstrates the love of Christ.

COMMUNITY SANITATION & HYGIENE EDUCATION

In our community visits, we have found that poor sanitation and lack of clean water
remain major challenges in many rural and peri-urban communities.

¢ Outreach focus:

o Teaching basic hygiene practices, including hand washing, latrine use, and
safe water storage.

o Demonstrating simple sanitation improvements households can adopt.

o Partnering these teachings with Gospel messages that emphasize spiritual
and physical cleanliness.

1 Challenge:
Without clean water sources, sustaining good hygiene is difficult. Many
communities depend on unprotected water sources that expose them to disease.

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HUMANITARIAN OUTREACH & COMPASSION

A memorable recent testimony involved a mother
stranded on the roadside with a severely burned child.
Our team offered her free transport to the hospital,
enabling urgent medical care. She left praising God for
the compassion shown.

Such interventions, though small, reflect the love of
Christ in action.

CHURCH PLANTING & BIBLE OUTREACH — LUWERO MINISTRY

In Luwero, our team regularly conducts gospel outreach, working with a small but
growing church community.

1 Current Situation:
o They lack Bibles, a church structure, and enough seats.
o Services are held in the open or under a temporary shelter.

o Children learn under a community school with poor sanitation and only a
simple pit latrine.

7 Needs:
o Bibles for discipleship
o Church seating and basic shelter

o Sanitation improvement through latrine construction and access to clean
water

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GARDENING & FOOD SECURITY INITIATIVE

Our gardening programs have continued to equip communities with skills to grow their
own food.

1 Community members have learned basic farming techniques to improve
household nutrition.

1 The produce supports vulnerable families and supplements income.
1 Gardening sessions also provide opportunities for Bible study and discipleship.
